SIGNIFICANCE

Solutions to financial exigency
were beginning to show results

Dropped actively from criterion
for engaged in community health
education; reduced full-time
experience requirement for those
with graduate degrees to one
year from three; and to two years
from five for baccalaureate level

Faced with financial exigency,
SOPHE began sharing office
space and staff services with the
Program of Continuing Education
in Public Health, governed by the
Deans of four western schools of
public health.

The changes in membership
criteria, member optimism, and
aggressive recruitment, led by
Edward J. Roccella and G. David
Burgess, stimulated growth from
550 in 1970 to nearly double that
at 1,129 in 1975

Recognized the 12th 13th, 14th,
and 15th regional chapters,
including: Pennsylvania (1971),
Hawaii (1971), lllinois (1972), and
Texas (1973). Unfortunately, the
Missouri Chapter folded in 1974

Sustained membership in the
National Health Council and
influenced it to prepare
information for the President’s
